The year 2008 is special. On that year China will hold the 29th Olympic Games in Beijing. It is also a special year. In 2008 there are five Fridays in February. The month begins and ends on a Friday. What is a leap year?

A leap year is a year with 366 days. The extra day is added into February. Usually there are 29 days. The extra day helps to keep the seasons the same time as the date. A usual year is about 365.24 days long. That means there is about 1/4 extra days each year. Leap years usually come every four years. In a leap year, the extra day is added at the end of February.

There are some rules to decide when we have leap years:

1. If you can divide the year by 4, it is a leap year;

2. But, if you can divide the year by 100 it is not a leap year. 

3. But if you can divide the year by 400, it is still a leap year. So, these years are not leap years:1800, 1900, 2100, 2200, 2300 and 2500.

The year 2000 and 2400 are leap years.

The year 2000 is very special. In many places in the world, the third rule was used for the first time in the year 2000.
