Music not only gives you something to sing and dance to, but also can make you feel happier. Scientists say that music can help to relax people’s mind and even help to relieve pain. How does music work its magic? It is the fact that music can adjust(调节) our mood. Recently, there is a scientific research to back up what we have always known about music. The studies have shown that when people are excited or happy they are more helpful. The opposite(相反的情况) happens when people feel aggressive (好斗的) or under stress. The use of music can influence how helpful people can be.

Dr. Adrian North made a study with 256 university students. Half the group took exercise in the gymnasium listening to music which can bring happiness and the other half exercised to aggressive music. When leaving the gym, the students were asked to hand out flyers (传单) in support of the local disabled athlete’s foundation（残疾运动员基金会）.

The results showed that nearly half of the group that listened to happy music were willing to（愿意）hand out flyers. But less than 20% in the group that heard the aggressive music were willing to do so. This study suggests that our choice of music can influence our willingness to cooperate (合作).While a study also shows that productivity (生产效率) can be increased with the right choice of background music in the workplace. As music stimulates (刺激) workers’ mind, job satisfaction is often positively influenced. Other studies have shown that workers who are in a good mood have more job satisfaction than those in a bad mood.

These studies show that music can have a powerful influence on a person’s ability to cooperate. Moods have a direct influence（直接影响）on cooperation and job satisfaction, These factors（因素）also have a direct relationship to the success of a business.

To me, a good writer describes events and characters in a way that makes the reader want to know what happens next.

If I were making up a summer reading list, it would include The Friends of Eddie Coyle by George V. Higgins, The Right Stuff by Tom Wolfe, and Into Thin Air by Jon Krakauer. These are all books that have literary value(文学价值) and can also entertain kids. If the teachers could add a little fun into the books they assign, my Augusts would be a lot more enjoyable.

    For the first time in four years, Donna Grahmann, who is nearly blind, walked around a department store without the help of her husband. Instead, she shopped with Pal, her horse. Yes, a horse. At 151 pounds and 2.5 feet tall, Pal, a small horse and trained guide, is learning to go everywhere with Grahmann, 43, of Magnolia, Texas. 

    Pal did a great job of warning Grahmann that a pile of blankets and pillows （枕头） had just fallen into one aisle（过道）, he stopped, yanked his head, and led her clear of them. 

    Later, Grahmann met her husband, David, who had been shopping on his own. and they went outside.  It was time to test some of Pal's 23 verbal commands (口头命令) , such as :Okay, Pal, find the truck! "And so Pal clopped to the truck and took his place in the back seat of the extended cab (加长车厢).  He hung his head over the front seat, and Grahmann gave him a carrot and a scratch. "Good boy," she said. 

    Pal arrived in Grahmann's life on Thanksgiving Day, 2003, and ever since it's been a learning experience. Using horses as guide animals is still in its infancy（幼年）．Just three have been placed in U. S. homes by the Guide Horse Foundation of Kitrell, North Carolina. 

    As an animal lover by nature, Grahmann had considered getting a guide dog when her eyesight dramatically hurt in the 1990s.  Back then, as she lost all the sight in her right eye and the surgeries（外科手术）on her left reduced her to small spots of vision, it seemed everything was impossible. 

    Horses were her first love. As a kid, she had asked her mother for a horse every year for Christmas, and when she turned 17, her wish finally came true. Grahmann rode Rebel in horse shows for years, winning state championships（冠军）.
